Each of the book report choices below is assigned a point value.  Pick and choose different activities for your book report grade.  Your beginning grade is your choice according to how many points you choose to do. 

Spelling, grammar, neatness, creativity, knowledge of the book, and timeliness will all be graded.

This book report will count as two test grades.

50 pts. = grade begins at 100%


40 pts. = grade begins at 90%


30 pts. = grade begins at 80%

1.  __________ 15 points  MAKE A BOOK REPORT SANDWICH!
Your sandwich must include slices of ham, tomato, Swiss cheese, lettuce leaves, a layer of mayonnaise, and a couple of slices of bread. 

· On the top slice of bread, write the title and the author of the book.

· On the lettuce, write a brief summary of the book. (Use the hand model to help you!)

· Write about the main character on the tomato slice. 

· On the mayonnaise, described the book's setting. 

· Write the book's climax on the Swiss cheese. 

· On the ham slice, describe the plot. 

· On the bottom piece of bread, draw a favorite scene from the story and explain your drawing. 

2.  _______ 15 pts.   BOOK IN A BAG, AN ENVELOPE, AN OATMEAL BOX …
After choosing and reading a book, select a book report container. The container could be a plastic bag, a manila envelope, a can, or anything else that might be appropriate for the  book you read.   Decorate your container to convey some of the major details, elements, or themes found in the book. 

Include the following: 

· Questions Write ten questions based on the book. Five of the questions can be about general content, but the other five must require more thinking (thick). 

· Vocabulary Create a ten-word glossary of unfamiliar words from the book. 

· Things Include five things that have a connection to the story. Be ready to explain how these things relate to the book.
· Presentation:  Be ready to present your project to the class.
3.  _____ 5 points  DESCRIPTIVE WRITING: 
Find a part in your story that is very descriptive.  Quote the passage and include the page number(s) where you found the passage(s).  Highlight the adjectives and descriptive parts.  Explain why you chose this passage and what made it so descriptive.  Draw a picture of this passage. 

4. _____ 10 points  THUMBS UP!  THUMBS DOWN!

_____ 15 points  -- written review & videotaped presentation

Write a review of the book you just finished reading -- in the style of a movie review.  You may need to look in a newspaper or magazine to help you.   Conclude by awarding a thumbs up or thumbs down on the book. This activity could be even more fun if you read a book with a friend. 

5. ______10 points  CHARACTER TRAIT DIAGRAM

Create a Venn diagram or double bubble map to illustrate similarities and differences in the traits of two of the main characters in a book you just completed.  If there is only one main character, compare yourself to the main character.  You must have at least twenty characteristics.
6.  ______ 5 points   SURFING THE NET

 Where did the story take place? When did it take place? Surf the Net to find five Internet sites that others might check out before they read the book so they will know more about the book's setting or time period. (This may not work well for all books.)
7.  _____ 15 points  WRITE A LETTER TO THE AUTHOR

 After reading a book, share your reactions to the book in a letter written to its author. If you write to an author who is still alive, you might actually mail the letter for extra credit.  Bring it to school with the address and a stamp first. 

8. _____ 25 points SELL IT!

 Pretend to be a publicist for the book that you just read. Write and then deliver a 60-second speech that will persuade other students that they should read the book. Writing and speaking persuasively will be especially difficult if you didn’t  like the book. If that's the case, you can share that fact after completing the speech. 

9.  _____ 20 points    INTERVIEW A CHARACTER

 Compose six to eight questions to ask a main character in a book just completed. After  you write the questions, write how you believe the character would response to each question. The questions and answers should provide information that shows that you  read the book without giving away the most significant details. 

10.  _____ 5 points  TEN FACTS
 Creates a "Ten Facts About [book title]" sheet that lists ten facts you learned from reading the book. The facts, written in complete sentences, must include details you didn't know before reading the book. 

11. _____ 20 points  CONCENTRATION

You will need 30 index cards to create a Concentration-style game related to a book just finished. Choose 14 things, characters, or events that played a part in the book and create two cards that have identical pictures of each of those things. The two remaining cards are marked Wild Card! Turn all 30 cards face down and mix them up. You can choose a partner with whom to play according to the rules of Concentration. 

12._____ 30 points   IN THE NEWS! 
Create the front page of a newspaper that tells about events and characters in the book just read. The newspaper page might include weather reports, an editorial or editorial cartoon, ads, etc. The title of the newspaper should be something appropriate to the book, and the main newspaper story must tell about your story.
13. _____ 5 points  CREATE A COMIC STRIP
 You may turn a book, or part of it, into a comic strip, complete with comic-style illustrations and dialogue bubbles. This needs to be an important part of the story.
14.  _______   40 points   PROVE IT!

 You will give a 120-second (2 minute) oral presentation in which you share information about a book's plot and characters. You will close the presentation by offering an opinion and recommendation about the book. Then students in the audience have 150 seconds  (2 ½ min.) to question you about the book. If you are able to prove that you read the book, you will be excused from writing a written report about it. If you do not prove that you read the book, you will have to write a one page report about your book.
15.  ______  40 points   PICTURE BOOK

 After reading your book, create a picture book version of the story that would appeal to younger students. Be sure to include all of the major/important parts/elements in the book. You can then share the picture books with a group of young students.  It will be sent to an elementary school for younger childrens’ criticism.
16. _______  15 points  CHARACTER TRAIT CHART

Create a chart with three columns.  This chart will be about a main character.  Each column is headed with a personality characteristic/quality of your character.  As you read the book, you can keep a record of the traits each character possesses by examples of how your character shows their personality trait.  Each column should have at least three examples.  (i.e.  Zachary Beaver – “lonely” might be at the top of one column – Paulie Rankin has been gone for weeks and Zachary has been in the trailer by himself without going anywhere during that time.)


17._____  30 points  WRITE THE DIARY A MAIN CHARACTER MIGHT HAVE WRITTEN.
 Imagine you are the person in your book. Write a diary for a few days or weeks as she or he would have done. Be sure to include information that shows you understand the book.  You must include at least 10 entries.


18.  _____  25 points  MAKE A NEW BOOK JACKET. 
It should include an attractive picture or cover design, an original summary of the book, information on the author and illustrator, and information about other books by the author. 



19.  _____ 15 points  DO A DRAMATIC READING (READER'S THEATER) OF A SCENE. 
Select a scene and read it aloud with inflection.  Choose a part of your book that evokes strong feelings.  This should be at least 100 words.
______ 30 points if you memorize the passage



20. _____ 35 points  PREPARE A TELEVISION COMMERCIAL ABOUT A BOOK. 
  _______ 40 point if you videotape your commercial

Imagine a book is the basis for a miniseries on television. Prepare and give a television commercial during class that would make people want to watch it.  Extra credit will be given for a videotaped version.


21._______ 30 pts.   IMPERSONATE A CHARACTER AND TELL AN EPISODE IN A BOOK. 
Dress up as a character and retell the main ideas of the story. 


22.  _______ 35 points DESIGN AND MAKE YOUR OWN T-SHIRT OF AN ILLUSTRATION ABOUT A BOOK. 
Create a t-shirt illustrating an important event in the story.


23. _____ 25 points  DESIGN A TIME LINE FOR THE EVENTS IN THE STORY.

Include at least 30 events.  


24.  ______ 15 points  CREATE AN EYE-CATCHING PROMOTIONAL POSTER. 
Choose a scene from the book and cast it in a poster which would attract potential readers or buyers to the book. This should be similar to a movie poster.
